In February 2015 Council authorized the Kent Fire Department to apply for a 2015
SAFER grant to hire 3 firefighters but unfortunately we were unsuccessful in securing
the grant award in the last grant cycle. However, with a new grant cycle
underway, the Chief and | believe that it is worth trying again this year. The terms of
the grant have not changed and the City will not be financially obligated to carry
the costs of the new firefighters beyond the 2 year term of the grant but we are
hoping to show that overtime savings (Fire personnel overtime is currently running at
$600,000/year) resulting from the exira hires will enable the City to keep the
employees beyond the grant period.
